26. Child’s “story” contains at least three (3) descriptors (adjectives or adverbs, i.e., huge
monkey; ran quickly to the cage).

27. Child’s response uses a variety of sentence structures and at least two (2) sentences are
complex (contain prepositional or conditional phrases/clauses, i.e., with my mom; under
the tree; when she saw the balloons, she wanted one; after he dropped the cone, he
cried).
